GENERAL DESCRIPTION:  Under supervision from the Harbormaster, the incumbent would provide harbor patrols for security; be responsible for maintenance, repair and safe usage of all the harbor facilities.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  Perform routine harbor patrols for security purposes; to maintain clear fire lanes, resolve vessel problems and encourage voluntary compliance with harbor regulations.  Assist vessels in distress by providing pump-outs, tows, replacement of lines and/or use of fire extinguisher.  Monitor and perform routine maintenance on all harbor facilities such as dock, float, electrical systems, grid, (EVOS) oil disposal management.  Keep harbor bathrooms and other public areas clean.  Work cooperatively with other employees, other departments and the public. Will be required to professionally greet and assist the public.  Janitorial: cleaning restrooms, picking up garbage and other duties as time provides.  Assist with parking in the harbor area and collect launch fees.                                                  

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS AND ABILITIES:  Requires boat-handling skills, thorough knowledge of boat moorage procedures, the ability to recognize potentially hazardous situations, and when to contact appropriate persons as needed.  Requires skills needed to conduct routine maintenance, repair, cleaning and construction.

EDUCATION AND EXPERIENCE:  High school diploma or GED equivalent required.  Some marina related experience is preferred.
LICENSES AND SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:  Must be 21 years of age and must possess a valid Alaska driver’s license or have the ability to obtain one within 30 days of hire, prior to operating a city vehicle.  As a condition of employment, the person selected will be required to successfully complete a drug test prior to beginning work and will be subject to a background check.  Must present work authorization identification within three days of hire (INS requirement).  Direct deposit of payroll is mandatory within 30 days of employment.
