4.  APPROVAL OF REGULAR MEETING AGENDA

5.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A. July 13, 2010 Regular Meeting Minutes:
MOTION: Rob Cone-Clark moved to approve the minutes, but directed the commission clerk to do more detailed minutes in the future.

6.  ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS
a.   John Janik, City Manager:   was unable to attend due a prior commitment with the                                                                 Chamber of Commerce. But will attend the next meeting.
        As reported by Scott Korbe, US Gage only delivered about 80 percent of what they were           contracted to do. Charlene Arneson commented that they were incorrect, incomplete, had          never been approved. Also, our maps; zoning and land use, are wrong and were never 
         accepted. They need to be compared to COW comprehensive plan and checked for
         accuracy and the necessary changes need to be made. Put back under unfinished          
         business.

b. Director of Public Works, Scott Korbe: reported that he had met with Kristiann, the address official from the Municipality of Anchorage and had a great meeting, he is hoping to have the addressing done by the end of August, but he feels like the end of September is more realistic. Shoreside is pushing for an address so he will do them first. Charlene asked if he had enough numbers on both sides of Shoreside to continue and Scott stated that he did. 
He reported that Shoreside is installing a septic holding tank for their facility.
He met with WHPacific today and Pruhs, they are ready to start the next Phase of Shotgun Cove Road. 
Charlene asked for an update on Signs, lines and stripes. He reported that they are working on them as weather permits.

Charlene stated that five people from Whittier had been appointed to PWSRAC. Brad Von Wichman, Gerry Sanger, Lynn Highland, Dean Rand and herself.  She also stated that part of the 2.8 million grant could possibly be used to put toward the containment of the runoff from Glacier street into piping. Also, Horsetail Falls Trail, Portage Pass Trail and Shakespeare Creek need to be considered for future grants. 

Scott reported that the survey of Von Wichman property and Smitty’s Cove will be happening in the last week of August or first week in September. While WHPacific is in town they will do some preliminary shots of Blackstone and the alleyway between the P-12 building and the businesses along Billings Street. Charlene suggested that the public be notified in case anyone else needed their property surveyed at the same time.

Request for driveway addition for block 3 Lot 8 storage yard:   Scott Korbe gave a brief history of the request by Brenda Tolman to vacate her old driveway on Glacier Street and add a new driveway on Kenai Street.  After much discussion The Commission Clerk was directed to write a letter to Brenda Tolman inviting her to the next meeting to answer any questions from the committee and the public.

Scott reminded her that we would not be losing a parking space. We would still have the same parking, with the restrictions of one compact spot. She was wondering why Brenda felt this driveway was necessary on Kenai St. instead of the one Brenda currently has in use on Glacier Street. Charlene asked KC Jackson to please clarify if she, (KC) was representing Begich Towers or here as a private citizen. KC responded, as a private citizen.
